South Africa’s under 20s vs New Zealand’s under 20s played against each other on Saturday 19 July 2025 in the Italian city of Rovigo. They played a thrilling final game for the world championship under20 trophy a spectacular performance from both sides with an end score of 23-15 for the South African boys. Another outstanding performance from the scrumhalf of South Africa Hassiem Pead, and the flanker that everybody is talking about to be the next Siya Kolisi , Bathobele Hlekani. An outstanding performance from the All blacks flanker aswell Caleb Woodley and the inside center Jack Wiseman who had South Africa’s defense on their toes the entire game. Sika Pole from the New Zealand side the got shown a red card for fowl play just after South Africa conceded. Vusi then later in the game went for a drop goal that was unsuccessful. The referee went back to his pocket to award South Africa with a yellow card in the 31st minute awarded to Albie Bester the South African inside center. Vusi then converted the last points of the half from the kicking tee adding another 3 for the South African side. Halftime score was 13-5 to the baby Boks.
The second half started of with a penalty from Rico Simpson for 3 points to the u/20 All blacks, Vusi then contributed once again with a penalty conversion putting the New Zealand side having to score twice to take the game from the Boks. Another card was given to New Zealand when Xavier Treacy got a yellow card. South Africa then sealed the game with a brilliant chip kick from Pead to Mentoe to extend the lead to 23-8. New Zealand didn’t lie down and take it and scored a try in the 78th minute not giving up and a conversion from Will Cole adding the score to 23-15, but it was a little to late for the Under 20 New Zealand side when South Africa gained possession of the ball with 10 seconds left to play and winning the under 20 World Championship.
